(Client “To Do” list): 
 

(1) Once we have decided on and confirmed your week via telephone we will require a 

completed  

(a) Reservation form.  

(1form per group –print form from website, complete it and fax back to 709-437-6667. All 

Names, addresses, telephone/fax/email numbers of clients in your group. 

Send a $1200USD/hunter Deposit - made out to “Maddhatter Guides and Outfitting”.  

Personal cheques are fine for deposits only.  No deposit No spot!  Deposits required for 

all group members. 

Upon receiving deposits for your entire group, we will mail out a receipt along with 

contracts, and questionnaire. Complete and return the contract and questionnaire 

 (b) Client/Outfitter Contract and terms.  (1 contract per hunter) (Keep one for your 

records, and return other.) 

 (c) Hunter questionnaire. (1 questionnaire per hunter – return with deposit) 

(d) Final payments to be made by cash, certified cheque, travelers cheque, or bankdraft 

only by May 31 of the year of your hunt.

(9) DO NOT BUY A HUNTING LICENSE.  If you completed and returned your 

questionnaire, we will have your information to get your hunting license and stamp for you.  

It will be in camp.  We will complete the paperwork Sunday night. 

 

(10) Practice your Goose calling.  Get proficient on a Canada Goose, and Snow Goose call.   

 

(11) If this is your only wingshooting trip of the year, make sure to practice at a sporting clays 

range prior to your trip.  Also I strongly encourage good camo, including face masks.  This 

would be time and money well spent.   Max 4HD or Fall Flight is good camo patterns.
